Of all the many passions that guided the glittering and tragically short life of lon Dragoumis,
probably none was stronger than his commitment to what he called “Hellenism” and to
championing the cause of the Greek nation in a rapidly changing world. The language that
he used to express these, and some of the political and cultural assumptions that underlie
them, certainly appear outdated today, at times even distasteful. But on closer inspection
they turn out to be full of resonances that are as strong in the twenty-first century as they
were at the beginning of the twentieth. Dragoumis wrote and acted, always, as a Greek (a
“Hellene"). He was a nationalist, and proud of it. But the nation, for him and for many of
his generation, was the expression of a collective identity. Dragoumis’s politics are identity
politics. And once you recognise that, the gulf between the centuries is easily bridged. The
geopolitics of Greece and the wider region have changed immeasurably and irreversibly
since 1920. But the questions about national identity, how it is defined, and how it may be
nurtured and protected by political action, have not gone away.

Dragoumis’s adult life was framed between two wars, each of which would end in a
national calamity for Greece. The first was the brief, rash and disastrous war against the
Ottoman Empire in the spring of 1897. Not yet twenty years old, Dragoumis experienced
action at first hand. The collective sense of humiliation that followed would define a whole
generation, and Dragoumis would become its spokesman. He died too soon to experience
the even worse Asia Minor Catastrophe of 1922. But already he was bitterly opposed to
the policy that would lead to that disaster, and had foreseen its likely consequences.

Dragoumis himself was a product of the Greek state. He had been born and educated
in Athens, after all. But he never forgot that his family had originated outside the bor-
ders of that state - in the region of Kastoria, in western Macedonia. When defeat in 1897
brought the kingdom of Greece to the brink of collapse, in common with many others he
began to take a wider view of what it meant to be Greek, and therefore of where the alle-
giances of his generation must lie in future. Since at least the 1840s, every Greek politician
and most Greeks in ordinary walks of life had bought into the “Grand Idea” - to expand
the borders of the Greek state so as to bring more and more Greeks within them. Sud-
denly, with the war of 1897, the “Idea” had collided with reality. It had been the Ottomans
who invaded Greek territory, not the other way round. This called for a rethink. There were

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those for whom the integrity of the state was paramount. Nothing, in future, must put at
risk the precious gains that had been made in the 1820s, and incrementally built up since.
But others, including Dragoumis, turned against the very concept of the Greek state: “It
was the state that had been defeated, not the nation”.! And so, as can be seen in hindsight,
was born the tension that would lead to the “National Schism”, almost two decades later.

The National Soul

The question “What is a nation?” was a topical one elsewhere in Europe at this time. In
France, the historian, philosopher and public intellectual Ernest Renan had published an
essay with that title in 1882. France had experienced defeat twelve years earlier, in the
Franco-Prussian war, and this had provoked an upheaval in public attitudes very similar to
what happened in Greece in the aftermath of 1897. This was the occasion for Renan to dis-
sect the prevailing assumptions about what constituted a nation. His conclusion was that
no combination of race, language, religion, shared interests or shared space was enough -
and Renan'’s critique has become a founding text for modern studies of nationalism to this
day. The solution that he proposed has stood the test of time less well. What truly defines
a nation, Renan concluded, was nothing less than the “national soul”.?

These ideas were shortly afterwards greatly amplified for a Greek readership by the
expatriate Greek living in Paris, Jean Psichari, who in the same year as Renan’s essay was
published married the philosopher’s daughter. Six years later, in 1888, the passionate dia-
tribe on the Greek language and the Greek nation, My Journey, appeared in Greek under
the name of “Psycharis” (no first name). More or less the first book to be published in de-
motic Greek in the capital of the Greek Kingdom, My Journey is always associated with the
“Language Question” and the campaign to promote demotic, in which Dragoumis would
later play a leading role. But it is just as much about the Greek nation. And it is evident that
Psycharis had very much absorbed the ideas of his father-in-law:

“When | write “1”, it's a figure of speech; “I" am nothing. What matters is the
national soul. I've tried to see here and there what this soul has within it. When
| speak of myself, it's others | have in mind” (emphasis added).?

Psycharis was still active, in Paris, when Dragoumis took up his pen a little over a decade
later. But it was Dragoumis, along with another, even more extreme, visionary, Pericles
Giannopoulos, who carried forward these mystical ideas into the new century. The way
Dragoumis saw it, the nation and the state were like a garment and its wearer. The Greek
nation had clothed itself in the garb of many different political systems in its three-thou-
sand-year history. The present kingdom was just the latest of these. All were transitory
and ultimately expendable. What mattered was the nation.* But the concepts of “"Greek-
ness”, or the Greek “national soul”, that both Dragoumis and Giannopoulos promoted,
have no counterpart in the ancient or Byzantine tradition: they derive, via Psycharis, from
late-nineteenth-century France.

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Martyrs’ and Heroes' Blood

At first sight there appears to be a contradiction between these views and Dragoumis’s
active support for the “Macedonian Struggle”. After all, on the ground, that conflict was
driven by the strategic aim of annexing to the Greek state as much as possible of the re-
gion from the Ottoman Empire, while at the same time frustrating the competing claims
of Serbia and Bulgaria. Working through the consulates, which were the official form of
representation for the Greek state in the towns of Bitola, Plovdiv and Serres, Dragoumis
aided the Greek irregular forces that were fighting an undeclared guerrilla war, from 1904
to 1908. He was not reticent about his views or his activities, either: while still serving as a
consular official he published an account of them, in only lightly fictionalised form, in 1907,
under a title that says it all: Martyrs” and Heroes’ Blood.

A year later came the revolution of the Young Turks that was first proclaimed in Thes-
saloniki on 10/23 July 1908. Equal rights were proclaimed for all the subject groups that
made up the population of the Ottoman Empire. Elections for a new parliament in Con-
stantinople were announced - reviving an initiative that had begun back in the 1870s
before being abolished by the sultan. Now, centuries of autocracy were over. And Sultan
Abdul Hamid would be deposed the next year. Dragoumis at the time was serving in the
embassy in Constantinople. In his diary, he noted: “The Grand Idea is at an end". The po-
litical future of Hellenism must now lie “in a state more restricted than Byzantium". And
he went on:

“The Turkish [Ottoman] state has the same capital city as Byzantium used to,
and for as long as that state exists, the City [Constantinople] will be a Greek
capital city also, especially now that Turkey has (or claims to have) a constitu-
tion."®

For the next four years, working together with another veteran from the consular service in
Macedonia, Athanasios Souliotis-Nikolaidis, Dragoumis would support semi-official Greek
efforts to find common ground with the Young Turk movement. This was a time when
Greek deputies participated actively in the newly reconstituted Ottoman parliament. Their
aim, according to a joint statement issued shortly after taking up their seats, was “to es-
tablish, along with other nationalities of our common fatherland [i.e. the Ottoman Empire],
the Constitutional Ottoman State, participating in the same duties and rights and genu-
inely contributing to the strength and wellbeing of the State”.¢ All this had the blessing of
lon Dragoumis. Where, now, was the inalienable “national soul” of the Hellenes?

The Little Fatherland

The answer perhaps lies in another pamphlet that Dragoumis had published earlier, in
Constantinople, on the eve of the Young Turk revolution. Entitled “The little fatherland”
(patrida), it defined “Hellenism” (the totality of the Greek people) as “a family of Greek
communities”” The local community could be the alternative to the centralising state. As

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his ideas and his activities evolved, it emerges that the common denominator, for Dra-
goumis the nationalist, is the threat from rival nations and rival nationalisms. This is why
the “Constantinople Organization” cooperated with the Ottoman state against Bulgarian
and Serbian interests. The Christian states were competing on the same ground as each
other; the Ottoman state, historically constituted quite differently, and now at least nom-
inally democratic, could be seen as above and beyond the fray. Turkish nationalism, the
force that more than any other would change the face of the region a decade later, had
not yet taken hold - although, at least in hindsight, the first stirrings were already clearly
to be seen in the Ottoman capital by 1912. In Dragoumis’s political vision for the future
of Hellenism, there was a continued and important role still to be played by the Ottoman
Empire. His opinion of the Turks was not an especially benign one: the aim, as he saw it,
was “for the Greek Nation to live and prosper and jointly with the Turks to dominate the
East, while gradually easing the Turks out of the picture, so that one day the miracle of
the Eastern [Byzantine] Empire would live again”.® But at least there were to be no more
martyrs, heroes, or blood.

By the time Dragoumis wrote these words, at the end of 1912, the First Balkan War had
intervened to make it already an impossible project. Remarkably, this determined and
passionate advocate of the Greek nation now turned all of his ire against the government
of Eleftherios Venizelos and against the astonishing successes of the Balkan allies at the
expense of the Ottomans in Macedonia and Thrace. Dragoumis presents the victory as a
pyrrhic one, and above all as a victory of the narrow perspective of the Greek state over
the wider interests of the Greek nation. Yes, Greece has made territorial gains. But it has
picked the wrong allies (Bulgaria, Serbia and Montenegro) and gone against the wrong
enemy (the Ottoman Empire). As a result, much of Epiros, Macedonia and Thrace, where
Greek communities had long been established, had now been lost to the competing na-
tionalist ambitions of Serbia and Bulgaria. In the event, much of the detail that Dragoumis
complains about would be changed during the next year, by the outcome of the Second
Balkan War. But the grounds for his complaint would remain: territorial gain for the state
inevitably meant the permanent loss of many of those Greek communities whose sum
total added up to “Hellenism”.’

Although this polemical article was unsigned, it seems to have been an open secret
that Dragoumis was the author. The article does not name Venizelos either. It is a bitter
and angry piece, and it includes the allegation that Venizelos had only gone to war to save
his own political skin. From a historical point of view, this is manifestly unfair. And it also
rides roughshod over the fact that Venizelos consistently took enormous risks with the
security of the state in order to serve what he perceived as the interests of the wider na-
tion. But Dragoumis’s bitterness was understandable too: whether one puts it down to the
events of the First Balkan War, or to the internal dynamics of the Young Turk movement by
1912, the programme for the kind of rapprochement between Greeks and Turks that had
been pushed by the “Constantinople Organization” was now dead in the water.

And so, inexorably, the gulf widened between Venizelos, at the head of his newly trium-
phant Liberal Party, and those, like Dragoumis, who for one reason or another harboured a
grudge, or who sincerely believed that Venizelos's irredentist programme was destructive
to the nation, or the state, or both. Venizelos himself declared, at the time when he broke
with King Constantine, over the issue of whether to join with the Entente in the First World
War, bringing the “National Schism"” to a head:

“The Nation is called, in the absence of the State, to answer a national emer-
gency. [...] Whereas the State has betrayed its obligations, it remains to the
Nation to act in order to achieve the task assigned to the State” (emphasis
added).”°

In different circumstances, this could as well have been lon Dragoumis speaking. But
this was September 1916. Venizelos was in Crete, on his way to set up a Provisional Gov-
ernment in Thessaloniki, where British and French forces had already in effect taken over,
in pursuit of their countries’ war aims on the Balkan Front. And Dragoumis had left the civil
service and won election as Member of Parliament for Florina - in his family’s old patrida
of western Macedonia.

Less than three months later came the Noemvriana (November events), which accord-
ing to the western calendar actually began on December 1Ist. The king and his government
in Athens were besieged by British, French and Italian ships anchored off Phaleron and Pi-
raeus. The Entente governments demanded the total disarmament of that part of Greece
that had not joined them in the war effort. Fighting broke out in Athens. But after a brief
episode involving Entente troops, the fighting was all Greek on Greek. Those who had
supported Venizelos and his policies, or were even suspected of sympathising with them,
were targeted by furious mobs, who held them responsible for the high-handed action of
the foreign powers.

The sequel is well known. For eight months Greece had two governments, two nation-
al capitals, and two leaders, one in Athens, the other in Thessaloniki. It was only blatant
intervention by the Entente Powers that brought Venizelos out on top. In June 1917, King
Constantine was forced by the Allies to leave the country. Venizelos led Greece into the
World War in the summer of 1917, while French troops arrived in Athens to shore up his
government. In May 1918, Greek regiments distinguished themselves at the battle of Skra
di Legen, one of a series of battles that led to the final breakthrough on the Balkan Front.
In the meantime, in the course of a furious backlash by supporters of Venizelos, many
prominent parliamentarians and political figures who had opposed him, including Dra-
goumis, were exiled to the French island of Corsica until after the war ended.

By the time of the general armistice that brought the First World War to an end on 11
November 1918, a triumphant Venizelos was already on the way to represent his country's
interests at the Peace Conference that would begin formally in Paris in January the next
year. Greece had made its contribution to the allied victory, even if only by the skin of its
teeth. Venizelos was in early with his claim for a share of the spoils. Over the next year
and a half, through patient diplomacy, persistence and adroit footwork, he would go on to
secure two huge gains for Greece, both in territory and in prestige. One was the mandate

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to occupy Smyrna and its hinterland in May 1919. The second was the Treaty of Seévres,
which would be signed in the town of that name, not far from Paris, just over a year later.

The Final Year

Dragoumis had been sidelined from political life in Greece for two years. But he had not
given up. On 14 August 1919, from a retreat on the island of Skopelos, he addressed the
second of two memoranda to the Paris Peace Conference." Needless to say, there was
no possibility that his ideas would reach the floor of the conference, since Venizelos was
in charge of the official Greek delegation. But this second memorandum, written almost
a year before his murder, provides a remarkable insight into how Dragoumis’s political
vision for the Greek nation had developed during the years of the “National Schism". By
this time, Greek troops were already occupying Smyrna. Dragoumis fiercely opposed that
step, as he would continue to oppose every further extension of the Greek occupation
in Anatolia. Even now, extraordinarily as it must seem to us with hindsight, the territorial
claims that he urged on behalf of the Greek state are all at the expense of rival European
nations. Constantinople and the zone of the Straits, he argued, should be a condominium,
essentially a neutral area (as indeed it would be for a number of years thereafter). But the
most surprising element of all is Dragoumis’s blueprint for Anatolia and its widely dis-
persed Greek communities.

Even now, and despite the aggravating presence of a Greek occupation force in west-
ern Anatolia, Dragoumis insisted that the future must lie in collaboration between Greeks
and Turks. Populations were so mixed, he argued, that the doctrine of national self-deter-
mination that at the time was still being pursued at the conference under the influence
of President Woodrow Wilson of the USA, could not be based on the prevalent push for
the creation of new nation-states. The peoples of Anatolia have lived together under a
single administration since the Ottoman conquest of 1453, he goes on. They should not
be broken up into separate national administrations. This was the absolute antithesis of
what Venizelos was trying to do, which was to carve out an extension of the Greek state in
western Anatolia. Within a single jurisdiction, which Dragoumis concedes must be Turkish,
although he rather elides this point, every Greek community within the whole sub-con-
tinent of Anatolia must enjoy “local self-government” (he writes this phrase in English).?

This is the final elaboration of his ideal of the “small fatherland” (patrida). According to
the logic of the argument, it would guarantee the continued peace and prosperity of every
community of Greeks — and, as he rather touchingly also insists, the rights and protections
it affords must be rigorously and everywhere policed by the newly created League of
Nations. The Greeks of this new Turkish state would continue to be, as they had been for
centuries under Ottoman rule, an “organised nation” within a supranational state.® And
of course Constantinople would remain the seat of the Ecumenical Patriarchate of the
Orthodox Church.

Greece was to gain
the eastern part of Thrace, short of Constantinople and the Straits, and a large swathe of
territory around Smyrna. This was the new “Great Greece,” a Greece “of two continents
and five seas.” And of course it would prove as much of a mirage as Dragoumis’s alter-
native. Both Venizelos and Dragoumis would be proved equally wrong by events. And
both had the same blind spot. Dragoumis had the greater excuse, because three days
after the signing of the treaty he was dead, killed by Venizelist security forces in reprisal
for an attempt on the life of Venizelos in Paris the evening before. What neither of these
bitter rivals saw coming was the rise of Turkish nationalism, the movement led with such
brilliant tactical success by Mustafa Kemal. Dragoumis and Venizelos were both visionaries
in their way. But both still saw the world in the terms of the late nineteenth century. The
reality was that the supra-national Ottoman Empire had had its day. It was the turn of Turk-
ish-speaking Muslims to organise themselves into a nation-state, following the example of
the Greeks in the 1820s, and every other Balkan people since.

Identity politics have not necessarily become any more enlightened or any more gen-
erous towards outsiders than they were a hundred years ago. But the life and career of lon
Dragoumis, understood in the context of his time and place, may yet have something to
teach us about how such identities are formed and expressed - and indeed how deadly,
too, can be such ideas to those who dare to think them.
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
